PAPER USAGE Q1 2024

The chart behind is a paper usage table for each
company under Triniti Land.This chart shows
that paper usage fell slightly to 151 reams in Q1
2024 from the previous 154 reams in Ql 2023
Paper usage at Triniti Menara Serpong is
currently the largest contributor, which is 90
reams. In this table there are several projects
that appear to use less paper, such as Holdwell
g Business Park which has now replaced the use
of paper with the use of digital software and
signing is done digitally.
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ELECTRICITY USAGE Q1 2024
(Kwh)

Electricity usage at Triniti Land and its subsidiaries
during the first quarter of 2024 is depicted in this 124800
chart. This chart shows that electricity usage rose 9099999909
slightly to 152,924 KWh in Ql 2024 from the
previous 145890 KWh in Ql 2023. In this chart,
Triniti Garam Properti is the largest contributor to
electricity usage which is 124.800 KWh as the
project is still ongoing. Electricity savings can be
done by turning off the lights after coming home
from work and opening the windows during work
so that there is natural light while working.




FUEL USAGE Q1 2024

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The chart on the side contains fuel usage

This
ksl s e s e G chart shows that fuel use rose slightly to
6,893 liters in Q1 2024 from the previous
i Pt bk Pt b i 6,612 liters in Q1 2023. The chart also shows
that fuel use by Triniti Garam Properti is
the largest which is 187 liters because the

Head Office employees, so more frequent

efforts to save fuel by taking 6-8 people
from the head office to various projects.

WATER USAGE Q1 2024

drastically to 976 m3 in Q1 2024 from the Q
previous 270 m3 in Q1 2023. This increase
was mainly contributed by Triniti Garam
Properti which is currently developing the
Sequoia Hills project so it requires a lot of QQOQQQQQ B4G e
water.
